Pattern #231

V Stitch Shell Stitch Pattern

To follow along with this stitch pattern go to
Creative Grandma youtube channel.

Note: When working any stitch pattern
use recommended hook size from the
yarn label you are using for best results.

Stitches: V Stitch: (dc, ch 1, dc) in stitch
indicated. Shell Stitch: 5 dc in stitch
indicated.

Make a chain with a multiple of 8 plus 3.
NOTE: To work a sample swatch, ch 27.

Row 1: (Right side): Skip first 2 ch (counts
as first dc), 2 dc in next ch, skip next 3 ch,
work (dc, ch 1, dc) into next ch, *skip next 3
ch, 5 dc into next ch, skip next 3 ch, (dc, ch
1, dc) in next ch*, Rep from * to * across to
within last 4 ch, skip next 3 ch, 3 dc in last
ch across, turn.

Row 2: Ch 3 (counts as first dc), dc into
same beg dc, 5 dc into center ch-1 sp of
next V st, *V stinto 3“dc of next5dc, 5
dc into center ch-1 sp of next V st *, rep
from * to * across to and including the last
V st across, end with 2 dc in top of turning
ch-2 st.

Row 3: Ch 3 (counts as first dc), 2 dc in
same beg dc, V st into 3" dc of next 5 dc, *
5 dc into center ch-1 sp of next V st, V st
into 3 dc of next 5 dc *, rep from * to *
across to and including last 5 dc, end with 3
dc in top of turning ch-3 st.

Repeat Rows 2 & 3 for pattern
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
